Dear Glen Grove Families,

as we began our winter CBM and NWEA testing this week. By administering these assessments 
mid-year, teachers will be able to measure the growth our students have made since the fall. This 
data will help teachers and teams differentiate instruction to provide the support and challenges 
that individuals need to ensure they are on track for making their growth targets by the spring of 
2010.  Because there are no norms for winter testing periods, we will not be using these 
assessments as reporting tools for parents, and winter reports will not be sent home; however, the 
winter results will be reflected on the reports that will be sent home after the spring assessment 
round. Although important and informative, these winter assessments should not be considered 
high stress, high stakes tests. They are truly meant to inform instruction and be a natural part of 
the ongoing learning process. 
 
Although in the midst of winter, it is not too early to start thinking about summer school. Once 
again, District 34 will offer both reinforcement and enrichment classes this year. Some of the 
offerings include Bug Camp for Kids, Outdoor Adventure: Let's Fish, Great Americans, Math 
Maniacs, Stupendous Scientists, Just Graph It, and Study Skills & Organization. Please take a look 
at the catalogue which can be accessed at:
